Art In Early Years

Open to 3-7 year olds, this class will feature art and sensory experiences using multiple mediums. We will address tactile issues, processing new environments, socializing in small groups and self help skills.  Activities will be offered, encouraged and modeled as participants self explore new art opportunities.

Independent Living/Social Skills

Students will actively participate in daily living activities such as food preparation, household cleaning tasks, as well as washing, drying, and folding clothes.  We will also focus some on basic personal hygiene (importance of daily showers, and brushing teeth).  The class may take a field trip into the community (i.e. grocery store, retail store, restaurant, or local business), to learn basic principles of shopping, get ideas about job interests, participate in a recreational activity, or perform some sort of community service such as cleaning in a park, or assist at a local soup kitchen or food pantry.

Intro to Photography
